Minutes of the Fall CSFFA Executive Board meeting held at the Holiday Inn Express & Suites Northgate, Colorado 
Springs on August 10th 2024 at 10:05 am. 
 
The meeting was called to order by President Josh Bobb at 10:06 am. 
 
Roll call of officers showed that Josh Bobb, Byron Willems, Ryan Haynie, Mike Rudnik, Nichol Rudnik, and Chad 
Wettstein were present with Michael Torres present on Zoom. Guest in attendance was Jud Hall. David Aagesen and 
Kelly White were both excused. 
 
Ryan Haynie moved to accept the agenda as presented, Josh Bobb seconded, motion passed  
 
Ryan Haynie moved to accept the minutes from the Post Fire College meeting as presented, Josh Bobb seconded,

Mike Rudnik 
responded that he had no receipts. 2024 Year to date is $74,756.48. There was discussion about QuickBooks. Mike 
Rudnik stated that he has not opened QuickBooks since taking over the positon. There was discussion about how to 
get receipts for reimbursements and other expenses. Ryan Haynie motioned to accept the treasurer’s report, 2nd by 
Chad Wettstein, Roll Call vote found the following vote.

Chad will get quotes for a 
forensic audit.
